Copan, Honduras. Copan is an ancient Mayan city, perhaps the most
impressive ruins of that civilization. Temples, plazas, incredible
carved stelae (stone pillars) portraying the ancient rulers. There is
also a very well preserved ball court, where the object of the

game was to get a small ball through a small hole high off the ground.
Salaries were probably lower than in the NBA, but the stakes were
higher; losers were killed.

Honduras is an excellent travel destination, especially for those on a
budget. Prices are still inexpensive and there is much to see. The
Bay Island offer incredible snorkeling and scuba diving as well

The town of Copan Ruinas (increasingly referred to as just Copan) is
about 1 km from the ruins; the ruins are easily accessible by foot from

the town. There are several hotels, but they can filled up at the end of the
day. Our recommendation is Hotel Los Gemelos, with a nice cool

garden patio. Doubles are around $5.00. Copan can be reached by bus
from San Pedro Sula; about 5 hours and a couple of dollars. If you

bring your own chicken, you'll fit in with the locals.
