Mind you that orobably niether of Ws hsd ever even SEEN a fanzine
before. We begsn work on our individual zines, both of which were
auite shoddy. Both were to be only eround 8 pages in length,
xeorox on one side only. Mine was to be called JAPANESE GIANTS.
Plans for the 8 vage version were later scrapped.

I leerned of the existance of other fenzines from FAMOUS MONSTERS-
when I ordered a Japaneése film zine. Unfortunatly, its title was.
JAPANESE GTANTS., T got #2 and realized how awful my previous 8
naged version looked in compsrison., I changed the tdtle to MONST:
ERS FROM JAPAN and begsn working from serateh., Then T recleved
Joe's GIANTDOM #1, comnlete with the ad for #1 of my own zine,
Soon T began getting orders- the first of these from Kevin Grays,
8 great artist who offered to do artwork for the zine.

GAMERA- 200 feet of titanie fanged turtle, Gamera possesses the power
of flight and has a flame-like ray that fires from his mouth, Who...or
what,.,.could possibly stand up to such s creature?

For starters, there's Barugon, Gyoas, Guiron, Viras, Jiger and Zigra,
For these are the foes of Gamera,.,fiendish beests with incredible weap-
ons and powers,

Gsmera's first fos was mankind itself, ss was showed in the originsl
GAMMERA THE INVINCIBLE (Daiei, 1966). But menkind had less then enough
power to kill Gemera, so they merely shot him into space, But the turtle
returned with a vengeance that same year to face his first mons ter/foe,. .
Berugon,..in WAR OF THE MONSTERS. Barugon was a creature who hatched
from an egg brought to Japan from New Guines (thought to be an opel).
Barugon's body was armored with tough scales. His weapons were a freeze
gland in his tounge and = disintigrating rainbow rey, which fired from
his horn. Barugon hsd his wenknesses, though, The tremendous monster,
powerful as he was, ecould not live in the water, Also, the glare of a
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six-thousend ceret diamond could lead Barugon asnywhere. These two
weaknesses bring Barugon's downfall at the hends of Gamera and his
human allies (7).

RETURN OF THE GIANT MONSTERS (1967) brought on a new deadly foe for
Gamera...Gyoss. Gyoas emerged from an erupting volcano, immediatly
attacking fleeing humans. Gyoas was, perhaps, Gamera's deadliest
enemy, Gyoas could fly using his bst-1like wings. A powerful lazer
beam could shoot from his mouth. He had a special f'ire repellant,
thus making Gamera's fleme breath useless against him, But, like Bar-
ugon, he had a deadly weskness...he couldn't stay in the rays of the
sun for long periods of time. He was, of course, eventually beaten by
Gamera., Another of Gyoas' race, an '"outer galaxy Gyoss" so to speak,
appeared briefly in ATTACK OF THE MONSTERS 196x§, but did not battle
Gamera,

Viras was probably Gamersa's weskest foe. Viras appeared in the next
film in the Gamera series (after RETURN), DESTROY ALL PLANETS (1968).
Viras was once 8 normel-sized alien intent on conquering Earth. When
Gamera intervenes, Viras' agents fuse with him, and the allen grows
into & giant. :

Viras had no real weapon, except for the ability to puncture Gamera's
skin, Gemera easlily beat him by flying him up into the outer reaches
of Earth's atmosphere, freezing Viras,

Guiron premiered in ATTACK OF THE MONSTERS. Guiron, though an alien
creature like Viras, was a more formidsble enemy. Guiron's head was
razor-sharp and could slice things into two halves., Other weapons were
star-shaped spurs, which flew out of Guiron's head at lightning speeds.
Guiron, to top off all eles, could fly.

Gamera faced one of his toughest battles ever with Guiron, who was under
control of evil aliens, The sinister cresture had the advantage of home
field, as the battle took place on an alien world, Tera, Eventually,
Gamera emerged victorious by shoving a nuclear missile into Guiron's head.
The evil monster died wheén the missile exploded,

(By the way, Guiron's costdme was originally designed by Toho to be used
in DESTROY ALL MONSTERS. Toho considersd the costume "too drab" and sold
1t to Dalel for an estimated $23,000)

In 1970, Gamera faced his ultimate challenge when he fought a famale
monster, Jiger, in GAMERA VS. MONSTER X. Jiger possessed a vast array
of weapons,..on her tail was a sharp needle to jeb with. She had a
deadly heat ray, and could also fire sharp needles into her opponent.
Jiger injected an egg into Gamera with her tail, and the turtle was
only saved by two young boys who entered his bloodstresm using a mini-
sub. The boys killed the baby Jiger within and Gamers was revived by
electrical charges. The turtle proceeded to battle and defeat Jiger,
(For the complete story, see next issue for a filmbook on this movie.)

Yet to be released in the United States is GAMERA VS. ZIGRA (1971).
Zigra was a glent fish, and Gamera had a tough time beating his alien
advesary. Since I havn't seen the film, your guess is as good as mine
to what Zigra's powers are.

That is all for now, but Gamera's next enemy mey be Godzilla himself!
Tf GODZILLA VS. GAMERA is made, you can be assured that it will be fan-
tastic, as Daiei and Toho will be combining forces to produce it. The
plens for the movie are still up in the air.

Will Gemera and his deadly opponents return? The chances arm't very
good, but we cen still hope that Daieil will resurface and produce more
films. We can only walt and ses.

Origin-
ally adoonted from Tohoku
Shinshs company desipgns, Ray-
deen has the dominating colors
of black, blue, red, yellow
and white. When turned on its
backside, Raydeen's head tskes
the form of the God Bird when
viewed from the side.

This one is only ”0 inches tall, smellest of all, but pretty heavy, heavier
than all the others. TIt's basically a very good warrior, but should have in
no way been sssociated with Godzilla. It looks much better ss an original
chasracter, but certainly not Godzilla.

DATMOS: Things soon pot bsck on the tracks when Daimos wes relesnsed. Jiis
form looks & prest deal like the smaller warrior cslled Combatra.

His colors are blsck, yellow, blue, red, and white. The face is the most
human looking of 211 the warriors, and he seems to be wearing a helmet with
Jet-rocket boosters on the sides. The head coan be turned and the 2rms are
moveable at the shoulders. The right sarm can bend st the elbow and the ripgh
fist can be fired off. The legs sre very thick and wide, with leg rollers
on the bottom of the feet. From the sides of the bottom section of the legs
are missile launchers which can be pulled out, positioned straight forward,
loaded with the largest rocket missiles of all the Shogun Warrior toys, and
fired by oressing a firing pin on the sides of the launchers,

More gisant SHOGUN WARRIORS sre on their way, most likely, with the current
models selling so well on the market. One giant Shogun I've seen which has
not been relessed in the U.8., is GRANDIZER. T saw a victure of him from
Japan as a Warrior nearly two feet tall. He's from the Japanese cartoon
series called U.F.0. ROBOT., If they could only make a decent MECHAGODZILLA
Vvillien. culll

These Shoguns may cost anywhere from $13 to $20, snd care should be taken
in their handling and operation. The missiles and fists eould cAause severe
injuries if they should strike anyone in the face or on s wound. These
Shogun Werriors sre really neat to have as a set if they asre tsken care of
properly snd not used for harm. :

To begin with, DESTROY ALL MONSTERS' filmbox is one of the best of all
the Jananese monster filmboxes, except thet the monsters are out of nroo-
ortion to fit them all on the box. There arn't meny scratches on the film
but it is too dark in some areas and too light in others. It is also
jumy in some sress,

Some of the monsters weren't seen very much in this film. Msnda wasn't i
it at all, although the filmbox has his name on it. Rodan is seen destroy
ing Moscow, snd a2t the beginning of the bettle with Ghidrah, but that is
all. Mothre was seen only at the end of the battle. Godzilla, Ghidrsh,
Gorossurus, Angilas and Minya were seen ouite often.

The highlight of the film is the bsttle with Ghidrsh. Almost all of this
battle was left in the 8mm version.

Overall, the 8mm film of DESTROY ALL MONSTERS was very good, and wes very
enjoyab}e to watch, Send for Ken Film's free catalouge at the following
address?

Marvel released the Godzilla comic with the Augest, 1977 issues and
it lassted until #24, July 1979, fairly long for such an nwful romie,
The concent of vutting Godzilla in a comic is not a bad one, but if
Godzills ever does make the transition to comics form sgain, T can
only hove that S.H.I.E.L.D. and its moronic agents don't sovnesr in it,
along with puest-starring suver heroes.

From the start, Godzilla looked very good in the comic book. Tk
immedintly went to the ton of Marvel's bestselling comica lisks., 1In
it, Godzills avnesrs in the Artic, Pipping up the Alaska Pivneline nnd
running smok. Enter the antly named Dum-Dum Dugen snd his comrsdes,
Jimmy Woo, Dr.Takaguchi, his deuehter, Temars, and her son, Robert,.
Desnite the use of a laser cannén, Godzilla escanes the clutches of
Dugan (or was it the other way around?)

Godzills and Batragon bsttle in a scene from GODZILLA
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Tn #7, Godzills wrecks half of Seattle desnite the efforts of Dugan
and his sauad. And in #3, the REALLY stupid plots begen to crop uo.
Godzills, in addition to Dugan's squad, must battle the super hero
group called the Chemoions. Hercules, the strongest member of that
grouo, sctuslly 1ifts @odzilla on his shoulders and toonles him. Oh,
brother.

In #,-5, one of the best stories of the Godzilla series was featured.
Godzillas battled the evil creations of Dr.Demonicus, a mad scientist
intent on conouering the world with his monsters. The crestures were
Batregon, (s gisnt Dragon-like monster), Ghilsron (s huge iguens),
Tenirax (a huge moth), snd Centipor (a colossel centipede). After =
titanic battle, Godzills destroys the monsters one by one.

In #6, Godzillas, while sleeping in a cave, is subdued by ges bombs
by Dugsn snd nlsced in an "unbreaksble" cage. Godzills bursts opt of
it st the story's conclusion. #7 featured the coming of Red Ronin, 8
giant samursi robot operated by Dr.Takaguchi's snotty little grandson,
Robert, who doesn't want Godzills to be slain. The battle continued
into #é around & nuclear missile complex. At the end, Red Ronin (who
supposedly insvired Marvel's SHOGUN WARRIORS comic series), lets God-
zills leave in peace.

#9 was a tynical "city destruction" ismue in which Godzills ravages
Las Vegss, In #10-11, Godzilla battled Yetriger, a prehistoric bigfoot
-like monster. This story also festured the return of Red Ronin, who
buries Yetrigar under a rockslide in the end.

#12.1); featured the second best Godzilla story in the series, almost a

tie with #,-5. In this, Earth is caught in an interplanetary war be-

tween two alien races, The evil race sends monsters to Earth .-to con-
nuer it, which Godzills and Red Ronin must defeat. Godzilla battles
s ousrtet of indescribable monsters, the Beta-Beast, Trisx, Rhiahn, and
Krollar. Though Red Ronin gets destroyed, the Earth people are, of
course, triumvhant,

#15-16 is the most sbsurd story in the entire series, featuring a run-
in with cowboys (yes, cowboys!) who mistekenly think thet Godzilla has
been esting their cattle.

By this time, the series was rapidly going downhill. #17-20 had Dugan
use s shrink gas on Godzilla, reducing him to a tiny lizard. Following
his escape, Godzilla slowly grows to a hieght of 50 feet. |

Tn #71-22, Godzilla is sent back in time by (dare I say it?) the Fan-
tastic Four., Godzilla teams up with another Marvel monster, Devil Din-
osaur, against a group of evil prehistoric cave men before returning
to the present via a mystic creter, arriving in New York at his full
hieght.

#73-7ly, the final issues of the series, had the Avengers, the Fantastic
Four, snd S.H.I.E.L.D. teaming up against Godzilla. Believe it ot not,
the so-called super heroes actually come close to beating him! But 1
1ittle Robert Tekaguchi convinces eweryone to lay off and Godzilla stomps
to the bay, heading for home, wherever that may be in this mixed-up
series.,

Desnite all the criticism, the Godzilla comic wadn't bad in all areas,
Subnlots and character development were both good, and the artwork was
medioecre. But when super heroses come close to beating a giant LOO ft.
radionctive fire-breathing lizard, then that's where I draw the line.
At least you didn't mess up the SHOGUN WARRIORS comic, Mervel....yet.
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GeMICS
The Marvel SHOGUN WARRIORS comic is, in my opinion, very pood, much het-
ter than the late GODZITIA comic., Googd plots, srtwork, and cheracter dev-
elooment sbound in the series. At the time of this writing, the comic is
on #1l, and still poing strong.

These three neovnle
have been selected by Dr.Tamburs to onilot three gisnt robots, Raydeen,
Combatra, and Dangerd Ace, in order to save the world from destruction st
the hands of the evil Maur-Kon.

The Followers of the Light, Dr,Tembura's groun, had srrived on Earth
billions of years ago to werd off Msur-Kon's ancestors, who wished to take
control of the nlsnet. The eons-long Chaos War erupted, continuing until
Maur-Kon snd his followers were trappned in their underground base and nlace
in suspended animation., Now thsat volcano has erupted and freed Maur-Kon
and his sgents., Using sorcery and science, Maur-Kon began to create devil-
ish monsters to destroy the cities of Earth.

The first of these wss Rok-Korr, s creature with hydraulic arms snd soiked
wheels for feet. The three humsns bosrded Raydeen (Combatra and Dangard
Ace were not ready for bsttle yet) »snd battled Rok-Korr. Right when it
appeared that Rok-Korr was defeated, the demon metamorohisized into a mon-
ster of Red Rock. Raydeen, unsble to cope with the demon, was forced to
retrest,

After familiarizing themselves with their now-nrepared machines, the three
humans go in Raydeen, Combatra and Dangard Ace to battle Rok-Korr., Maur-
Kon, seeing this on his monitor, meets the challange by splitting his cren-
tion into three beings of rock, fire, and water. After a hard snd titanic
battle, the elementsls are destroyed,

But Msur-Kon hss already ecreanted a new creature, this one a pure machine-
the Mech-Monster. Lt.Mager, an agent of Maur-Kon, believes in the ways of
sorcery and is apalled by the mechanicsl monster.

When the memmoth chamber is empty, Lt.Magar uses & remote control device
to guide the grssshopper-like Mech-Monster into the lave pit which is used
to create the sorcery-bssed monsters. But then the Mech-Monster rises out
of the frothing pool with a 1ife and will of its own, a disbolicsl blend of
sorcery snd machinary. The Mech-Monster flies from the base, attacking s
nearby city.






Gengi, test flying Combatra, meets the creature auite by aceident. A
battle ensues. As Raydeen and Dangard Ace rush to heln, Combatrs holds
her own agsinst the monster. When the other Shogans arrive snd begin
battling the Mech-Monster, Combatra flies off alone to locate the enemy
base, and she 1lands right into Maur-Kon's lair, Combatra is subdued by
laser cannons. A Shogan has been cantured!

Meanwhile, Raydeen and Dengard Ace destroy the Mech-Monster snd follow
Combatra's homing device only to be attacked by their companion, Maur-
Kon is in Combatra's cockpit!

Meanwhile, in the enemy base, Lt.Mapgar takes the imorisoned Gengi and
chains her high sbove the seething lava pool to serve as the heart of »
sorcery-based creature. The lava streches upward to claim Gengi when she
swings herself out of its psth. The nillar of lava plummets down and
washes over the entire base. Gengi escapes snd uses s tank to blast
Combatra's cocknit. Msur-Kon bails out to live to nlot another day.

SHOGUN WARRIORS #7-1l4 - OCarson, Savape, and Gengi each return to their
own homes. BRut no sooner thsn they do this, then another threat arrives.
Each verson is forced to use their machine spainst their individual monst -
ers...Rnydeen apesinst s mammoth machine called Cerberus, Desngard fce agnin
8 strange marine monster celled the Starchild, and Combsatra against the
Hend-Of-Five...»s gisnt thing with five heads which ean sepverate from the
body, giving the svnearsnce of o giant hend. Each shogun is all hut def-
eated when the monsters mysteriously retrest,

A gisnt meteor threstens to destroy the esarth and Dr.Tambura cnlls the
Shoguns together agsin. The robots destroy the svsce rock and discover =
secret base on the moon. As it turns out, the base belongs to the evil
madman, Dr.Demonicus, a breeder of monsters intent on ruling the world
(you may remember him from GODZILLA #.-5.) Raydeen, Combatra, and Dangara
Ace now find themselves fsced with Cerberus, the Starchild, snd the Wand-
Of-Five, At first the Shoguns are losing against their ooponents, but tren
the tide turns and the creatures are destroyed and the world saved.

Mothra flies the prisoners from the island while Godzilla de-
feets Ebirah. The 1sland explodes with Godzills still on it.
But the monster king 1s not dead...he is seen swimming sway
from the flaming wreckage by the resqued prisoners,

A highly underrated film, GODZILLA VS. THE SEA MONSTER is not
recognized as 8 superb Godzilla film merely because many have
not seen it, The vnlot is very good and Mothra's costume was
excellent, Mothra didn't appesr until the last vert of the
f£ilm, but when she does all the scenes with her in it are finely
executed,

Mothre's final movie to date is DESTROY ALL MONSTERS (1968).
Mothra (once more in the larve form, rather than the moth) did
not have 8 very lesrge part in the movie, but niether did most of
the other creatures. Ths huge caternillar wss featured in a few
good scenes, however, particularly one in which she destroys a
train,
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It looks doubtful that Mothra will reappear, but who knows? Angiles,
after a 9 year absence, returned in DESTROY ALL MONSTERS and is cur-
rently &ppeawing with Godzilla in some of his new films. TIt's been
11 years since Mothra was last seen, Come on, Toho, 1t's time for a
comeback....

But over the years, the
gisnt pgreen lizard has pained allies to combat these sinlster destroyers,
sllles such ss Rodan, Mothra, Angilas, Jet Jsgusr, King Seessr...the list
goeg on snd on, Bubt I'm petting off the subject...this article is sumnosed
to he on Godzilla's foes!

To stert this article off, Godzilla's first monster-enemy was none other
than Angilss! Anpgllas later became an ally, but in this movie, GIGANTIS
THE FIRE MONSTER {Toho, 1959), he was spainst Godzille, Needless to say,
Godzilla won, but at the end, both he snd Angilas fell off of & cliff and
nlunged into the ocean. By the way, Godzilla's neme was changed to Gigantis
in this movie. Tt was, in sctuallity, the second Godzills movie.

Next Godzills fought none other than King Kong in KING KONG VS. GODZILLA
{(1963), snd it was one of the only times he ever lost. The final battle
between Kong and Godzills aton Mt,Fuji was stupendous! An Earthaouake occurs
and both of the monsters plunge into the ocean. Only Kong comes up.

Godzilla fought Mothrs in his next movie, GODZILLA VS, THE THING (196l),
and he beat and killed the poor femsle moth, But before he does, she lays
sn egg which hatches., Two baby caternillars come out, and they snin s
silky cocoon sround the Big G, Godzilla is then pushed off the:-side of a
cliff by the mighty offspring of Mothrs and he plunges into the sea.

The Plot- A photographer, a2 revporter, and a scientist are sent to an
i{s1and by the editor of Playmate Magazine to cepture live exotie snimels
for the magazine's new vacation resort. The natives of the islsand worship
something named Ganns, but tell the trio that Gapva is not their pod...that
it ig a 1living thing!

An Barthouske ceuses a huge mountsin cavern within a voleano to open. The
exnlorers find s huge egg within, which hatches. Out comes a baby Gavna,
which is esptured and out sbosrd s shio bound for Jepan, much agsingt the
wishes of the natives.

But no sooner does the ship reasch Janan then, back on the island, the baby
Goooa's gigantic parents arrive, much larger and flercer than the cavtured
baby. The two gisnt Gepnas take to the air, flying toward Japen at incred-
ible sveed.

Tt isn't long before Jansnese suthorities find out about the pgiant creat-
ures anvroaching Janan and attemot to ston them., Nothing works to helt
their svproach- submarines, teanks, jet plsnes, sound waves, and missiles
all fail apgainst them.

- To stort out with, the title is kind of misleading. The Gappa family was
supposedly home-grown here on Earth, while the film's title indicates that
they are from another planet. The photography 1s excellent and the music

is good, almost ss good as some of Toho's films. The special effects by
Alrirs Watane lesve much to be desired; but there were some very good monster
scenes in the movie., A few nice mattes were used, and the psrents' srrival
in the native village was exceptionally good. But, however good these scenes
may be, they sre continuelly flanked by the ridiculous flying seauences.

Some of these scenes are reslly bad. The monsters don't even have to flsn
their wings, they just run.snd zoom into the air. Tn most of these seguences
it is obvious that the "flying monster" is merely a man in e costume being |
suspended by wires in front of a moving backdron.

A1l-in-nll, however, MONSTER FROM A PREHISTORIC PLANET is not a film to be
missed. Tt is very enjoyeble with solid action from start to finish.

{fccording to Joe DeGiorgio, this costume was lster remolded into
the Megalon costume in GODZTVLA VS. MEGALON,)

There was a 9 year wsit until another giant Jananese robot ecame to
the screen in Toei's VOYAGE INTO SPACE, a 1968 film compiled of
evisodes of the Jesnanese t.v. series, JOHNNY SOKKO'S FLYING ROBOT.
Johnny and his secret sgent friends battle the Gsrgoyle Gang and
their leader, Emperor Guillotine. Whenever Guillotine sends his
giant monsters to destroy the earth, Johnny Sokko calls his glant
robot to do battle with them. In the end, the robot, operating with
a will of its own, sacrifices itself by grsbbing Guillotine, flying

into a meteor and exploding.
